I-ESA brings together the world’s leading researchers and practitioners in the area of Enterprise Interoperability for the development of new Enterprise solutions based on the Internet of the Future. Initiated in 2005 by two major European research projects of the FP6 of the European Commission, the ATHENA IP (Advanced Technologies for Interoperability of Heterogeneous Enterprise Networks and their Applications, Integrated Project) and the INTEROP NoE (Interoperability Research for Networked Enterprise Applications and Software, Network of Excellence), the I-ESA conferences have been recognized as a tool to lead and generate an extensive research and industrial impact in the field of interoperability for enterprise software and applications. Workshops should address specific challenges and new issues within the scope of Enterprise Interoperability. They should aim at presenting and discussing concrete intermediate or complete results of research projects and case studies that may guide future work. Suggested fields of interest are:

· New approaches in the frame of MDI and MDSEA 
· Cloud computing and Web based enterprise services for EI

· Case studies and experience reports on interoperability solutions

· Standardisation for enterprise interoperability - New approaches and implementations
